Application for support of joint research projects
EXPOHEALTH supports networking activities between consortium members by contribution to research expenses, e.g. personnel costs, consumables, animal costs and small devices. The following application must be sent with all required supporting documents to the EXPOHEALTH management board as a single pdf file (email: expohealth@uni-mainz.de). Funding will be provided on basis of availability.
Criteria for eligibility:

· Research projects must be clearly related to exposures of the general external environment (climate, air pollution, traffic noise and radiation)

· The projects must have the potential to generate preliminary data that can be used for application for funding or to generate key results for joint publications of consortium members
Procedure for application:

· Only complete applications will be considered – including this application form and a detailed project description (max. 2 pages) with brief background, key objectives, methodological part describing how the experiments / studies will be conducted and a list a of maximum of 5 own publications by the applicants related to the planned project, and a max. of 5 key publications by others that help to evaluate the excellence and potential of the planned project

· If applicants are early stage researchers, a detailed scientific CV must be presented in addition (incl. overview on academic career, awards, academic achievements (e.g. editorship), if applicable: attracted research funding, key publications – max. 2 pages)
· All applications will undergo evaluation by the management board. Applicants will be informed latest 3 weeks after submission on the evaluation result

Procedure for reimbursement:

· All costs must be prepaid by the applicant’s institutions and will then be reimbursed via "Umbuchungsbeleg" to the applying institution
· For reimbursement all receipts must be presented for the claimed costs (e.g. personnel costs, consumables) plus SAP account statements of the totally reimbursed costs by the institution
· Within 6 months after start of the project a detailed report on the successful completion of the research project must be presented (the provided EXPOHEALTH form must be used)
· Any publication arising from the generated results must acknowledge the support by EXPOHEALTH

· A maximum of 10000 EUR will be reimbursed by EXPOHEALTH per claim

· Each group/institution can use this funding tool maximally twice per year (based on budget availability)
