Application for publication support for papers with high relevance for EXPOHEALTH
EXPOHEALTH supports joint publications by authors from the EXPOHEALTH consortium with high thematic relevance. The following application must be sent with all required supporting documents to the EXPOHEALTH young investigator funding board as a single pdf file (email: expohealth@uni-mainz.de). Funding will be provided on basis of availability.
Criteria for eligibility:

· The publication topic must be clearly related to exposures of the general external environment (climate, air pollution, traffic noise and radiation)

· The publication must have coauthors from at least two different institutions of the EXPOHEALTH consortium with at least one early career researcher (thesis student or postdoc max. age 40 years)
· The final article must acknowledge financial or networking support by EXPOHEALTH

· The targeted journal must be listed in PubMed and should have an impact factor > 4 (or if not listed with IF yet, a cite score > 8)
· The work must be published open access

· For publication support, the finally published reprint must be presented as a pdf-file (latest when published in PubMed)
Procedure for application:

· All applications will undergo evaluation by the young investigator funding board. Applicants will be informed within 3 weeks after submission on the evaluation result

Procedure for reimbursement:

· All costs must be prepaid by the applicant’s institutions and will then be reimbursed via "Umbuchungsbeleg" by 75% by EXPOHEALTH after the activity
· For reimbursement all receipts must be presented for the claimed costs (e.g. invoice for open access fee) plus SAP account statements of the totally reimbursed costs by the institution
· 25% of the total costs must be paid from institutional or third party money (the EXPOHEALTH contribution is 75% of total costs)

· A maximum of 3000 EUR will be reimbursed by EXPOHEALTH per claim
· The use of any other open access support instruments (e.g. open access support by the JGU/UM) must be mentioned and will be subtracted from the total costs before applying the 75% contribution by EXPOHEALTH
· Each group/institution can use this funding tool maximally once per year (based on budget availability)
